The organisation provides services in emergency, maternity, women’s health, medical imaging, pathology,
rehabilitation, community services, residential aged care, psychiatric care, community dental,
hospice/palliative care, cardiology, cancer services and renal dialysis to the people of the Loddon Mallee
region.

The Clinical Operations Division

The Clinical Operations Division encompasses acute, allied health, cancer and mental health services. We
provide a wide range of general medical, surgical and specialty services including but not limited to;
Oncology, Cardiology, Renal, Emergency, Women’s and Children’s, Critical Care, Specialist Clinics, Cancer
Clinics and Mental Health Services. Our Allied Health teams provide a diverse range of programs and person
centred care in inpatient, outpatient, community, home and residential care settings.

Within a state-of-the-art hospital, our Ambulatory and Critical Care, Medical Services, Surgical Services and
Women'’s and Children’s areas use the latest technologies to provide excellent care. Our world class Cancer
Centre uses a multi-disciplinary, integrated approach to treat specific cancers. The Cancer Centre offers
medical oncology, radiation oncology, specialist nurses, clinical trials and cancer research, palliative care,
and a Cancer Wellness Program.

The Mental Health Service provides psychiatric care and treatment across a large catchment area in Victoria
stretching from Swan Hill in the north of the state to Gisborne in the south. Family sensitive practice is central
to our models of mental health care and best practice ensures the identification, inclusion and support of
families, carers and children.

Each year our onsite Specialist Clinics provide over 100,000 service events, we also see more than 60,000
people in our Emergency Department and welcome around 1700 babies into the world. The Clinical
Operations Division assists with the admission of more than 50,000 patients into the hospital each year.

The Emergency Medicine Team

The team is part of Bendigo Health’s Acute Ambulatory and Critical Care Department.

The Emergency Department (ED) sees around 50,000 patients each year, making it one of the busiest
emergency departments in regional Victoria. The ED is open 24 hours per day, 365 days per year and is
staffed by a dedicated team of professionals including emergency medicine specialist doctors, critical care
trained nurses, nurse practitioners specialising in emergency care and physiotherapists with expertise in
urgent conditions, supported by technical and clerical staff.

The Position

This GP position is a procedural post for 12 months. You will be provided training to take on senior
responsibilities, consistent with the goals and objectives, and under appropriate supervision. You will gain
valuable Emergency Medicine experience through exposure to critically ill patients, major trauma and a vast
array of medical, orthopaedic, surgical, paediatric and gynaecological conditions. The roles and
responsibilities will be tailored to suit the level of experience of the candidate.

This is a 12-month contract as 6 months in the Bendigo Health Emergency Department and 6 months in the
Echuca Regional Health Emergency Department.

Responsibilities and Accountabilities
Key Responsibilities

The primary responsibilities of the Emergency Department GP Registrar are to ensure that care is delivered
in a safe and timely manner and optimise the patient flow through the ED. This will be achieved by working
in partnership with the duty medical consultant.

e The appropriate and efficient diagnosis and treatment of all patients presenting to the Emergency
Department, according to triage categories and guidelines

e The supervision of more junior staff in the absence of the Director of Emergency Department or
Director of Emergency Medical Training, including teaching of junior medical staff and nursing staff

e Communication with referring Medical Practitioners regarding patient care, both at the time of
assessment and following discharge.

e Liaison with Nursing Staff, Relevant Registrars, and Specialist Medical Staff in pursuing a high
standard of care and efficient use of available resources; and ensuring the appropriate continuity of
care.

e Involvement and attendance in the post-graduate education program

e Involvement in the management of in-patients and close liaison with junior ward medical staff after
hours.

e Otherreasonable duties as specified by the Director or Deputy Director.

This position includes a six month rotation to Echuca Regional Health.

Generic Responsibilities
